Trooper’s Hill 12 November 2022

Five members of the North Somerset and Bristol Fungus Recording Group gathered together with Susan to
survey the fungi on Trooper’s Hill. Although the numbers of species found was quite large (44 cf 48 in 2019),
the number of fruiting bodies was generally small. This was probably related to the prolonged drought that
affected the area throughout the summer. Waxcaps (8) and Clubs (4) were well represented, with many
examples of Cuphophyllus virgineus and Gliophorus laetus.
